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ONLINE PANEL DISCUSSION

Online Panel Discussion on “Labour Reforms Bill, 2020: The Road Ahead” was conducted

on October 4th, 2020. Press Note (4 October 2020)

Himachal Pradesh Kendriya Vishwavidyalaya Business School, School of Commerce and
Management Studies organised an online Panel Discussion on “Labour Reforms Bill, 2020: The Road

Ahead” on October 4th, 2020.

Prof. Kuldip Chand Agnihotri, Vice-Chancellor, CUHP and the Chief Guest of the event, in his
inaugural address, highlighted the contribution of B.R Ambedkar in bringing various labour laws to
protect the interest of the workers before and after independence. He also praised late Dattopant
Thengadi’s philosophy of labour and highlighted the importance of treating workers as equivalents to

capital resources and the major stakeholders of the business.

Prof. Mohinder Singh, Dean, School of Commerce and Management Studies briefed that the main
objective of the discussion was to deliberate on issues, challenges and practical implications of the
labour regulations on the relationship between trade unions and management in the Indian business
organizations. He welcomed business leaders from various leading PSU companies as well as
government representatives from the Ministry of Labour to the panel discussion and acknowledged
that their wider exposure in the area of Industrial Relations would prove to be informative and fruitful
for the management students. Mr. Prerak J Desai, General Manager (HR) &Head - Skill
Development Centre, ONGC, Vadodara, talked about the Wages Bill codes and told that first the
concept of minimum wages to all type of workers has been defined in the bill and the bill is applicable
to all type of organized, unorganized, gig or platform workers. Mr. Barun Kumar, Deputy Manager
(Personal & Administration), SAIL shared his opinion that how the implementation of labour reforms
and new labour codes would facilitate ease of doing business in India. Mr. Avanish Kumar Singh (Sr.
Officer, HR) IOCL focused on the social security code bill and said that the first time the social
