Celebrating Roots: Reviving the Cultural Spirit of

Himachal

Himachal Pradesh, with its magnificent mountains
and ancient customs, is a bastion of cultural
richness. But that treasure trove is increasingly at
risk in today’s world. The festivities that were once
jubilant proclamations of the state’s spiritual and
cultural foundations are now more often than not a
pretext for another round of superficial fun. And
while the traditional art forms that were once
revered (in some cases, nearly worshipped) seem set
for an inexorable path toward obsolescence, their
replacements have, if anything, become even more
devoid of any aesthetic or spiritual merit than the
apolitical pop drivel that was supposedly replacing
the old, honorific songs.

For a long time, the fairs and festivals of Himachal
Pradesh offered much more than simple, joyous
distractions. They allowed people not only to mingle
but also to share values, performing arts, and
cultural traditions that matter in an added way that
could almost be called sacred. Today, that seems a
bit of an archaic notion, and we recognize that these
events sometimes occupy a dubious zone on the
borders of entertainment and "edutainment." But
even if you look at them strictly through the lens of
performance studies, which is a field with deep roots
in anthropology, festivals and fairs in Himachal
permit a staggering amount of time for communities
to engage in the art of going on record with one
another.

Himachal's cultural identity is anchored by the
Bajantari, the musicians who play the kind of
devotional and spiritual music that most directly
speaks to the mountain state’s citizens. The tunes of
the Bajantari have for generations conveyed the
message of the past to the present, connecting the
state’s people to the art and to their make-do hill
heritage. Yet the art and artists of the Bajantari are
now shelved and nearly "museum-fied" to make
space for more contemporary or commercially
viable arts and artists. The world of indifferently
inured Himachal seems increasingly poised to let the
art and artists of the Bajantari slip into obscurity,
remembered only in the way past generations have
remembered the art of the lute or the drone of the
open flue organ.

The move toward modernity and the trend toward
fusion have both served to further distance society
from its traditional roots. In times gone by, the
community upheld its cultural mandates, ensuring
that heritage provision thrived with the same kind
of natural vigor as a family tree. Today, though, the
opportunities presented by capitalism have seduced
us into neglecting those mandates in pursuit of
profit; this is especially true in the event production
industry. Events should don't
perfunctory or a profit-making purpose; an event's
reason for being should be entertainment with
educational value.

Not just remnants of the past, the traditions of
Himachal Pradesh are a divine endowment, richly
entwined with the spiritual and moral society fabric
of the region. Yet, in their very birthplace, these
traditions are being ridiculed as the fairs and
festivals associated with them wander off into the
netherworld of fauxpaloozas. Some parts of the
world may define culture through ephemerally
pleasurable experiences; Indian culture, by and
large, prefers to celebrate enduring values with a
pleasingly uneventful but spiritually rich lifestyle.
These festivals’ future may become a fading
memory of contemporary times unless we make a
timely intervention.

Safeguarding this heritage calls for concerted
action, not just from the government but also from
members of the local and international community
whose interests and values align with ours. We must
equip our younger generations with all the
knowledge, forms, and skills that make up our
living tradition, so they can carry it forward. At the
same time, we must pay greater attention to and
the worship that is performed
emblematic of such forms, and also the acts and
events that make up this tradition, to resonate with
our modern sensibilities.

enhance art

Even with the odds stacked against them, numerous
artists across Himachal Pradesh keep pushing
forward to safeguard the age-old traditions they
grew up with. They work in both the public and
private sectors to pay the bills and keep life
manageable, creating all the while. These artists
make the space to work because they believe in
what they do. Folk dances like naati, traditional
ballads, and songs recounting historical legends are
still being created by these individuals. They need
support, though, because their
treasures are at risk of becoming obsolete and
because their very communities are at risk of
cultural monolithism and having their worldviews
dictated by an increasingly homogenized global
culture.

The cultural heritage of Himachal Pradesh is a rare
and unmatched asset imbued with profound
historical and spiritual value. It is incumbent upon
us to guard and advance that heritage, a bounden
duty that is also a pleasure. Elucidating on local
traditions, even if one is doing so over a bonfire on
a winter night, is not simply a private or familial
affair. It is a public act, one with significant civic or
“cultural commons” importance that serves to
inspire members of society to actively mainline that
divine legacy.
